The Jeux Inter-Lycées

For the first time, the Lycée Française of Chicago proposes the organization of a sports meet between all of the international scholarly establishments of French students in the United States, Canada, and Mexico.
In this way, the Lycée Française and the French community of Chicago wish to show their enthusiastic support of the city’s candidacy for the 2016 Olympic Games.

The objective of this meet would be to bring to life an exceptional cultural and sporting experience for the students and to show the dynamism of our schools, which would thereby work together on a common, large-scale project.
The games would take place over three days, the 2, 3, and 4 June 2008, in the gymnasium of the Lycée Française and on the sports fields off of Recreation Drive in Lincoln Park.  They will be organized in the form of mini tournaments which would include team sports, athleticism, racket sports, acrobatics, cycling, and a sailing regatta on the lake.  Finally, there will also be an opening and closing ceremony.
This large-scale sporting event will touch the entire French community in North America.  In fact, most of the French establishments in the major cities wish to participate in the event: the Lycée Française of Chicago, the LILA of Los Angeles, the Lycée Française and the Lycéum Kennedy of New York, the Lycée Française Lapérouse and the Lycée Franco-Américan of San Francisco, l’Ecole Internationale of Boston, the Lycée Rochambeau of Washington, the Collège Marie de France and Stanislaus of Montréal, the Lycée Franco-Mexicain of Mexico, and without a doubt other schools as well.

Each establishment will come with a score of students, that is to say more than two hundred participants and as many families directly concerned with the games.  But beyond the students involved, there will be all of the families from these establishments who will be interested in and motivated by this project.

Our objective is to make these games an enormous success, media-friendly, and popular so that they will become the incontrovertible annual sporting event of all of the French establishments of North America.  They will reflect all of the values of sports and of the school nearest the participants and spectators: commitment, surpassing oneself, fraternity, team spirit, respect of other and of rules, fair play, and furthermore, solidarity.  We propose to our partners to associate themselves with these values and to represent with us the excellence and the education of our young people.
All of the partners and sponsors of the Jeux Inter-Lycées will be associated with the festivities and will figure visibly at all of the competitions (banners, t-shirts, shops, press, websites, programs …).
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
